He held leadership positions in various functional areas - including Chief Marketing Officer and SVP of Strategy & Corporate Development - launching four new businesses that grew to become a third of the company’s revenues, and completing several merger, acquisition, divestiture and strategic investment transactions in the U.S., India, China and the U.K. in the areas of Internet infrastructure, mobile telephony, software, and technology-enabled services.  He led two out-of-court debt restructurings for Mail.com after the Internet bubble burst and during its transition to EasyLink Services with a new business model.  More recently Frank served as Chief Revenue Officer at Internet security technology company Comodo where he led successful efforts to build an inside sales organization focused on small-to-medium businesses and to launch an enterprise sales initiative targeting large corporate accounts.  He currently is the founder and Managing Partner of Monmouth Venture Partners, a merchant bank that provides strategic advisory, M&A, and capital formation services to emerging growth companies across industry sectors.  
Frank holds an MBA in Finance from Columbia Business School and a B.S. in Chemistry/Business from the University of Scranton where he graduated summa cum laude.
